Welcome to the inaugural Waterways Ireland, Barrow Descent organised by

along the Kilkenny/Carlow boarder from the start in Goresbridge to finish in the picturesque 
village of St. Mullins. Competitors will be spoiled with fantastic views of the Blackstairs 
Mountains and pass through the medieval town of Graiguenamanagh along the route. The 
course will take in 11 weirs and 2 sets of rapids, while between weirs the stretches of flat 
water will make for ideal racing.
